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which two amounts are compared to
find which is more, which is less, and
how much more or less.

complex figure A figure made by
combining simple geometric figures like
rectangles and triangles.

composite number A number greater
than 1 that has more than one factor
pair. Examples of composite numbers
are 4, 15, and 45. The factor pairs of 4
are:Tand 4,2 and 2.

congruent Exactly the same size and
shape.
Example: Triangles ABC and PQR are
congruent.
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cubic centimeter A metric unit for
measuring volume. It is the volume of a
cube with one-centimeter edges.

cubic meter A metric unit for measuring
volume. It is the volume of a cube with
one-meter edges.

data A collection of information.

decimeter A unit of measure in the
metric system that equals one tenth of
ameter. 1dm =0.1m

diagonal A line segment connecting two
vertices that are not next to each other.

difference The result of a subtraction.
Example: 54 — 37 = 17« difference
digit Any of the symbols 0, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5,
6,7,8 or9.
dimension The height, length, or width.
Examples:
A line segment has only length, so it
has one dimension.
A rectangle has length and width, so it
has two dimensions.

A cube has length, width, and height,
so it has three dimensions.

Distributive Property You can multiply

a sum by a number, or multiply each
addend by the number and add the
products; the result is the same.

Example:
3xQ+H=Bx2+Bx4
3x6 = 6 + 12
18 = 18
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
